3. Drivers must wear suitable attire. Men shall wear dress shirt, tie, hat, jackets. Women shall wear dresses, dress pants, skirt, blouse;

hat optional. English riding attire is not acceptable.
4. Attendants must be neatly dressed and remain outside the ring except in the event of an emergency or when called to attend their entry.
5. Farm or family name is permitted on the side of a commercial vehicle, but banners advertising farms or associations are not acceptable.

No farm name shall be displayed on the clothing of either drivers or attendants.
6. A cart is to be defined as a two-wheeled vehicle not of wire wheeled bicycle type.
7. Youth, 10-18 years of age or under as of January 1 of the current year, may enter ONLY Youth classes.
8. Junior Drivers must be 10-18 years and must be accompanied by an adult who must remain on the seat at all times.
9. Entries received after AUGUST 15 will not be acknowledged.
