Class 957 Single Open Pleasure Driving Pony (Thursday Morning)
Entries may be any light breed or combination of breeds,
14.2 hands and under. Entries must be shown in light
harness to a suitable two or four wheeled vehicle. Entries
to be shown at a flat walk, a pleasure trot, an extended trot,
to stand quietly, and back readily. Headers are permitted to
stand the pony up, and must then stand back from the pony.
To be judged 60% on performance and manners, and 40%
on presence, neatness, and appropriateness of equipment.

Class 958 Single Amateur Pleasure Driving Pony (Saturday Morning)
Same specifications as Class 957.

Class 959 Single Open Pleasure Driving Pony Championship
(SundayMorning)Tobeeligible,poniesmusthaveentered,shown,
and judged in another Single Open Pony Driving Class. Same
specifications as Class 957. Cooler

Class 960 Single Open Pleasure Driving Horse (Friday Evening)
Entriesmay be any light breed orcombination ofbreeds. Entries
must be shown in light harness to a suitable two or four wooden
wheeled vehicle. Youths 12 years of age and under may be
accompanied by an adult. To be shown both ways of the ring
at a walk, slow trot, working trot and strong trot. To stand
quietly, both on the rail and while lined up, and to rein back. All
entries chosen for a workout may be worked both ways of the
arena at any gait requested by the judge and may be asked to
execute a figure of eight.
To be judged 70% on performance, manners and way of going
of the horse(s), 20% on the condition and fit of harness and
vehicle and 10% on neatness of attire.

Class 962 Single Pleasure Driving Horse Championship (Sun Evening)
Same specifications as Class 960. Cooler

Class 963 $500 Open Pleasure Driving (SaturdayEvening)
To be shown at a walk, trot, and extended trot both ways of ring
to an appropriate vehicle. To be judged on performance, manners,
apparent ability to give a good pleasure drive, quality and confor-
mation. Open to horses and ponies shown in appropriate light
harness.

Class964 $500 Open English Pleasure Saddle Seat (ThursAfternoon)
To be shown at a walk, trot, and canter both ways of ring with
a light rein, but still maintaining contact with the horse's
mouth. To be judged on performance, manners, apparent
ability to give agood pleasure ride, qualityand conformation.
No Martingales or Tie-downs.

Class 965 $500 Open Hunter Under Saddle (FridayAfternoon)
To be shown at a walk, trot, and canter both ways of ring with
a light rein, but still maintaining contact with the horse's
mouth. To be judged on performance, manners, apparent
ability to give agood pleasure ride, qualityand conformation.
No Martingales or Tie-downs. To Be Shown In The
Country Max Ring. Open To Horses Stabled In That
Area Only. Entries are not eligible for Class 966.

Class 966 $500 Open Hunter Pleasure (Friday Afternoon)
To be shown at a walk, trot, and canter both ways of ring
with a light rein, but still maintaining contact with the
horse's mouth. To be judged on performance, manners,
apparent ability to give a good pleasure ride, quality and
conformation. No Martingales or Tie-downs. To Be
Shown In The Coca-Cola Coliseum. Open To Horses
Stabled In The Main Barns Only.
Entries are not eligible for Class 965.

Class 967 English Pleasure Championship (Sunday Morning)
To be shown at a walk, trot, and canter both ways of ring
with a light rein, but still maintaining contact with the
horse's mouth. To be judged on performance, manners,
apparent ability to give a good pleasure ride, quality and
conformation. No Martingales or Tie-downs. To be
eligible horse must have been entered, shown, and judged
in Class 964 or 966. To be Shown In The Coca-Cola
Coliseum. Open To Horses Stabled In The Main
Barns Only. Cooler
